predictable funding to local governments for green, social Conference, Ottawa, ON

and transit infrastructure, instead of one-off project-based

similar to the federal Gas Tax Fund — that provide

funding that makes long-term planning impossible.

I don't need to tell you that municipalities must be the ones
to set priorities at a local level. And it’s critical that funding
sources recognize rural priorities and needs — like the ability
to direct green infrastructure funds to septic system repairs
in areas not serviced by municipal wastewater treatment.
After all, no order of government is in a better position to
determine which project will offer the biggest benefit to the
largest number of residents.

FCM is also working to increase the amount of dedicated
infrastructure funds for small and rural communities. Rural
Canada generates nearly one-third of Canada’s GDP, often
with limited revenues and financial capacity. A one-size-fits-
all approach simply wouldn‘t recognize rural communities’
unique challenges and opportunities.

I can tell you that Ottawa is taking notice, and we are
encouraged by the openness on the part of the federal
government to address different realities from across the
country.

The truth is, Budget 2016 has the potential to be the most
significant investment in the quality of life of our
communities in decades. And it has the potential to once
again prove what municipal leaders have been saying for a
long time: investing in local jobs and in local communities is
the best way to grow the economy — today, and for the
future.
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Of course, you'll hear from us the moment FCM’s pre-budget
submission is delivered, with an opportunity to read it for
yourself, In the meantime, I encourage you to take a look at
some of the priorities — your priorities — that have inspired
our advocacy work over the past weeks and months.

Peace River Country Land Settlement Database 1915-1930
UPDATE REPORT, 28 January 2016
David W. Leonard
PROIJECT SCOPE
The intent of the project is to record data on each of the approximately 26,350 applicants for Crown land in
the Peace River region of northwest Alberta who applied for land, or the right to file on it, as a
homesteader, war veteran, or scrip-holder between 1 January 1915 and 31 December 1930. The files in
which this information is held are stored on microfilm in the Provincial Archives of Alberta. The files .
relevant to this project were those for properties between Townships 69 and 110, and Range 18 W6 west
to the British Columbia border. ‘ ' :

THE FILES-

Files were created for each applicant for Crown land in western Canada by the Dominion Lands Branch of
the Department of the Interior in Ottawa. There was one file for each piece of property, be it a quarter-
section of land, apartial quarter, two or more quarters, or a settlement lot. These files were maintained in
a large, seven-digit filing system, with new files created every time a new piece of property was applied for.
Documents for subsequent applicants, in case of abandonment or cancellation, were entered onto the
same file. The files were not therefore arranged by fand location, but sequentially, according to when the
first applications were received for a particular property. Each document relating to the applications, from
the initial submissions to eventual proving up, abandonment, or cancellation, were sent by the district land
agents to Ottawa and placed in the appropriate file. Ottawa also maintained basic information on each
land applicant in land registers, in which the entries were recorded according to land location.

In 1930, when Alberta and Saskatchewan received control of the Crown land within their borders, and
British Columbia for its Peace River Block, the land files and registers were divided up and sent to their
respective provincial capitals. In Alberta, they were directed to the newly created Department of Lands and
Mines, administered from the newly built Natural Resources Building on 109" Street and 98" Avenue.
Here, the Department created a new filing system. Every file for which the property had been proven up or
otherwise closed was segregated and left intact in the same order. Those files which were still active, with
applicants still working the land, were placed into a new system, with even the old file folders put into the
new files. Thus, documents for many pre-1930 applicants who were still working their land, or who had
abandoned their applications or had them cancelled, were transferred to the new system.

In 1957, the Department of Lands and Forests, which had taken over responsibility for Crown land in
Alberta, decided to microfilm all of its completed land files, including the first series, where land was
proven up or otherwise closed for settiement prior to 1930, and the second series for those files where
land was proven up or otherwise closed for settlement between 1930 and 1957. The files still active in
1957 were placed into a third series and maintained in hard copy, as were the land registers. By this time,
much land which had earlier been designated for settlement was now withdrawn for this purpose, having
proven inappropriate, and the files, with documents for earlier land applicants in them, transferred to
different filing systems, for timber berths, grazing lands, or general lands. Files in these systems that were
now closed off were also microfilmed.

In 1970, the Department of Lands and Forests transferred its microfilmed files to the custody of the
Provincial Archives, along with the hard-copy land registers. Here they have been much used by
genealogists and to a smaller extent by academic and local historians. The problem for historians was that
the files were not arranged according to land location, but by file number. Retrieving information on
individuals was relatively easy, for nominal registers had also been created indicating file numbers for
specific people. However, retrieving information on a particular district was difficult. In 1980, the
Provincial Archives undertook to microfilm all of the hard-copy land registers.
